Ashampoo Music Studio Pro 27 can auto-detect silence during recording and start a
new recording in these instances. This is especially useful when you record music
from a streaming service that plays multiple songs in a row with silence in between
them.




To separate the individual tracks in your recording more precisely from each other,
the app combines the window title change with silence detection. Since the
information about a new song title often arrives inaccurately, this change serves as a
signal to open a short time window for silence detection. Only within this window
does the app search for the precise moment of silence between two pieces.

This process prevents quiet music passages from being incorrectly interpreted as a
pause, since in this case the title change is missing. At the same time, the recording
remains undisturbed if you call up other web pages in the browser in the meantime:
as long as no acoustic pause is found in the audio stream, no cut is made.

Creating them is a breeze with
Ashampoo Music Studio Pro 27.

First, add your files. Then, select a target format. We have included the most frequently
used formats that cover 99% of all devices. You may have to consult the manual for your

device to find out which formats are supported.

Finally, set the putput location.

2.9 MixTape



Mix Tape allows you to combine any number of songs into a single file. Songs will be
combined in the order specified using cross-fading for seamless transitions. You can
specify the duration for the fading effect between tracks as well as whether to begin/end
the mix with a fade effect via "Extended Settings".

DJ Mix Tape additionally allows you to auto-adjust the speed of your tracks to the overall
average speed.
