The procedure is identical to the one described above but, instead of using a microphone,
the programm will use a virtual device to record everything you hear, e.g. while playing an
audio file.

2.8 Playlist

Playlists make it easy to play songs in a pre-defined order. Creating them is a breeze with
Ashampoo Music Studio 9.

First, add your files. Then, select a target format. We have included the most frequently
used formats that cover 99% of all devices. You may have to consult the manual for your
device to find out which formats are supported.

Finally, set the putput location.

2.9 MixTape

Mix Tape allows you to combine any number of songs into a single file. Songs will be
combined in the order specified using cross-fading for seamless transitions. You can
specify the duration for the fading effect between tracks as well as whether to begin/end
the mix with a fade effect via "Extended Settings".

DJ Mix Tape additionally allows you to auto-adjust the speed of your tracks to the overall
average speed.
